Call for Nominations
American Chemical Society
Brazosport Section Chemical Technician
Award

The Awards Committee is soliciting nominations for the
2011 Brazosport Chemical Technician Award , which will be pre-
sented to a chemical technician who has demonstrated an extremely
high degree of professionalism.

Applicants will be judged upon their technical skills, communication
skills, safety, reliability, leadership, teamwork, publications, and
presentations. Additional professional and community activities are
also considered. The award recipient will won a one year member-
ship in the American Chemical Society and a plaque presented at the
annual Brazosport ACS Awards BanquetThe nomination package
for the Brazosport recipient will be forwarded to the National
Chemical Technician Award Committee.

The ACS defines a chemical technician as a person whose training
includes successful completion of a twqyear post high school level
chemistry curriculum leading to an Associate degree, or the equiva-
lent course work in a Baccalaureate program, or the equivalent
knowledge gained by experience.The primary work of a chemical
technician is conducting experimentation and/or correlating infor-
mation to help solve chemical problems and/or discover new
chemical knowledge. This work is not confined to a traditional labo-
ratory setting.

Nominations must be received byMarv Dettloff no later than August
2, 2011. Nomination packages, including seconding lettergnust
not exceed six pages.The nominating letters should address the
above criteria. A current work address and phone number must be
provided for the nominee and the nominator. E-mail addresses are
also requested. A nominee must be a resident of Brazoria County or
be employed within Brazoria County, and must have worked as a
chemical technician for a minimum of five years to be eligible for
this award. Nominees need not be a Technician Affiliate or an ACS
member to be eligible for this award. Examples of nomination pack-
ages received in the past are available for comparison purposes
upon request.

Previous winners of the award are Susan Youngs (2001), Eddy Gar:
cia-Meitin (2004; also winner of 2005 National award), Janece Pot-
ter (2005), Danny King (2006), Joe Longoria (2007), and Bill
Dellinger (2008; also winner of 2011 National award), Lisa Allen
